All unmounted tires will only be accepted at the Meriwether County Public Works Department
located at 689 County Farm Road, Greenville, Ga. 30222 (no exceptions) Only Meriwether
County residents are allowed to dispose of tires. Public Works staff will man this site. No tires
will be allowed at the container sites in each town. Tires will be accepted the day of the event,
September 24, 2022; from 8:00 a.m. — 4:00 p.m. Limit of 12 tires per person.

Volunteers will be placed at each site to assist with the delivery of the bags and items.
